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EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: The City of Three Rivers is committed to the distribution of safe drinking
water to all who make use of this resource. The system operates with many different layers of protection
to insure a healthy supply of fresh water. These protections are further described below.

BACKGROUND:

WELLS AND PUMPAGE: The City has five wells which provide a very adequate quantity of water to
the system. Three of these wells are located east of the intersection of Arnold Street and North Douglas
Avenue, one is located north of Hoffman Street on the east side of the Rocky River and one is south of the
intersection of North Airport Road and East airport Road. These sites are visited nearly every working
day with pumpage recorded and checks performed. These wells pump water from three different capture
zones providing alternatives if one zone were to become unsafe due to outside influences. The City also
has located and studied a new well site in the Enterprise Industrial Park area east of US 131 and south of
Broadway Street. This site is in preparation for the possible loss of the Hoffman Street lease in 2017. The
water quality at all these well sites is tested on a regular basis for numerous contaminants such as
herbicides, pesticides, cyanide, and carbamates. We are awaiting the 2009 results. These wells undergo a
maintenance and performance check on an annual basis and are scheduled for repair based on results of
these checks. A report received on October 02, 2009 indicates that well #5 and well #7 are currently in
need of some work and we are making plans to secure funds and schedule this maintenance. Each year
funds are allocated to pull, clean and recondition one of these wells. This regular maintenance insures that
the wells are operating efficiently.

STORAGE: The elevated water storage tank on West Broadway Street has a capacity of 500,000 gallons.
This tank holds the water reserves of the City and also creates the pressure to the distribution system. The
tank is regularly inspected and maintained. The interior is inspected every three to four years and the last
inspection of the tank interior was performed in 2008. The exterior, unless visible problems are noted is
inspected every five to seven years. The interior of the tank is due for maintenance, cleaning and painting.
This is a budgeted item and work should be bid out soon.
